General activities to do with your Reception child at home. 
 
         Find out what germs are and how they spread. Video your child explaining this and upload it onto Tapestry or email it to me.  I will try and reply. 
 
         Make playdough with your child: 
2 cups of flour
1⁄2 cup of salt
2 teaspoons of cream of tartar
2 tablespoons of vegetable oil
1 cup of warm water
1 cup of coloured warm water
(You might want to jazz up your playdough with your favourite food
colouring or glitter)
Stir on a low heat until it has a
playdough mixture.
 
        Remember to talk about 2D and 3D shapes as you play.  Your child should recognise and name: circle, square, triangle, rectangle - sphere, cylinder, cube, cuboid, pyramid and cone.  There is a great song on this website that teaches 3D shape names well:  https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=guNdJ5MtX1A .  
 
         Keep up the reading. Email me about the books that you have read.  
 
  
        We have also been learning our alphabet and learning that we need to know both the sounds letters make and their letter names.  This is a fun song to learn this: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=XC6wQQHo8uU
 
       ‘Teach your monster to read’ is a great app and government approved. 
 
        Do a lot of counting.  How many ants can you find in the garden?  How many birds etc.  
 
        Use an old paint brush and water, find a patio or pavement and write with the water.  You can even write with a stick and water.
 
         Make pictures with leaves etc you can find outside.  
 
         Have lots of fun making things...junk modelling, collaging etc.
