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In my opinion, freedom is when you have no boundaries or barriers or, more literally, no limits. I believe that in this day and age, no single person on Earth is free. 

The fact that we have laws means that we cannot truly act as we want. However, whilst these laws are limiting for some, they bring freedom for others. If – hypothetically – murder was legal, then for the minority of people that want to kill others, that would bring freedom.  For the majority of people, the loss of that law would be greatly limiting, they wouldn’t be as safe to continue with their daily lives. Therefore, less people would be free than would be limited.

The word “freedom” comes from the word “free” with the suffix “-dom”. The suffix, in this case, is to form the noun “free” as a state or condition. The noun “free is described as “able to act as one wishes.” Therefore, the word freedom would be defined as the state of acting as one would wish to.

I think that if you are truly free, you can do whatever you want, think however you want to, say whatever you want to say and live however you want to live. For some that would mean breaking laws because they could use this freedom to harm or offend others. Freedom of speech is the right to say whatever you want to say, but in the UK this brings limitations as you are not allowed to say anything by law that could cause hatred towards people based on their race, national origin, ethnicity, gender, sexual orientation etc. 

If you follow the dictionary definition, ‘able to act as one wishes’; I believe that at any point someone can be free, if they are happy with what they are doing and they have achieved everything they wanted to achieve then they are free. 

Metaphorically, you are in a room on your own, you are surrounded by many doors, all of which are shut. At that moment, you have no freedom. Then, you go to school and learn new things and doors begin to open, giving more choices and freedom to you. 

Being free means opening all the doors, you need all the doors open, even if there are some you don’t want to go through. Freedom isn’t power. It isn’t money. Freedom is choice.
