When dividing by 10, just put a point between the tens and unit. Example 123 ÷ 10 = 12.3 

 130 ÷  10 = 13.0 

When dividing by 8, you can halve the number 3 times. Example 448 ÷ 8 = 56 

Half of 448= 224, Half of 224= 112, 

Half of 112= 56
When Dividing by 5, You divide by 10 then multiply by 2. Example  140  ÷ 5 = 28

140  ÷ 10 = 14 ,   14 x 2 = 28 

When dividing by 20, you divide by 2 then divide by 10.  1000 ÷ 20 = 50

1000 ÷ 2 = 500,     500  ÷ 10  = 50
When dividing by 25, you divide by 100 then multiply the answer by 4.   Example 400  ÷ 25 = 
400  ÷ 100 = 4,   4 x 4 = 16
